Admission Requirements

+ Students must have earned an undergraduate baccalaureate degree
in music or the equivalent as determined by the department.

+ The University's requirements for graduate admission.
* Three letters of recommendation.

+ The music education options require an interview with music
education faculty.

+ The performance, accompanying, and composition options require an
audition on the student’s major instrument/voice. Please contact the
coordinator of Graduate Studies for an audition time.

+ The option in orchestral, choral, and wind conducting require the
applicant to successfully pass an interview and audition with the
orchestra conducting faculty member and an audition on his/her
particular applied instrument.

Applications are accepted on a rolling basis.

For the Voice Performance and Piano Accompanying options a
proficiency equal to two semesters each of Italian, German, and French
is required for completion of the Master of Music degree. There is no
substitution for this requirement for the MM Voice Performance. Piano
Accompanying degree program (only) may substitute Diction | and Il for
this requirement. For details on how to show language proficiency please
contact the Graduate Coordinator.

During the final semester of study, the student must pass a
comprehensive examination covering all material studied while attending
the University. This examination is individualized for each candidate’s
unique program.
